Any Greenstages left erected on at the end of the Fair will be safely stored and/or staffed at all times inc. overnight if necessary
Unlike cheap gazebo structures, Greenstages use a triple A frame design for maximum self supporting strength with bolted joints. Larger structures use 4m x 100mm roundwood poles or 5m x 250mm (variable) silver birch trunks, providing building quality strength. Greenstages are open fronted enabling easy escape. Suitably experienced Greenstage crew will always be in attendance to ensure safe and secure erection, regular checks, high wind protection measures and safe dismantling.
Any equipment supplied by Greenstage/Realife Trust will have current PAT testing in place and be supervised by an experienced and competent tehnician. Members of the public will be kept at a reasonable distance from the equipment at all times.
The original Greenstage was commissioned by the National Trust (Hatfield Forest) in 2001 for use as a temporary performance area created from forest materials and readily available tarpaulin covers and have been used continually since then in hundreds of community setting, lncluding street parties where the rigid frame design works well.  Based on a design by Mike Abbott, Realife Trust Director Tony Phillips adapted the design to create a double A frame, braced back and front built of 100m  x 4 or 5m coppice sourced chestnut, birch or commercially available machined roundwood to provide a static frame bolted with M12 coach bolts and secured to the ground at the front and back frame with 18 ins ground anchors. Greenstages are used in a wide variety of community green spaces and woodland settings and are particularly useful for community events where the cost and availability of rigid structure shelters are prohibitive.
